The Order for Daily Morning Prager

q The Minister shall begin the Morning Prayer by reading
one or more of the following Sentences of Scripture in a
voice audible to all.

day when the Litany or Holy Communion is immediately
to follow, the Minister may, at his discretion, pass at once
from the Sentences to the Lord’s Prayer, first pronouncing,
The Lord be with you. Answer. And with thy spirit. Minister.

Wherefore I pray and beseech you, as many as are
here present, to accompany me with a pure heart, and
humble voice, unto the throne of the heavenly grace,
saying—

q To be said by the whole congregation, with the Minister,
all kneeling.
LMIGHTY and most merciful Father, We have erred,
and strayed from thy ways like lost sheep: We have
followed too much the devices and desires of our own
hearts.

And we have done those things which we ought not to
have done; And there is no health in us. But thou, O Lord,
have mercy upon us, miserable offenders. Spare thou
those, O God, who confess their faults: Restore thou those
who are penitent; According to thy promises declared
unto mankind in Christ Jesus our Lord. And grant, O most
merciful Father, for his sake; That we may hereafter live a
godly, righteous, and sober life, To the glory of thy holy
Name.

The Declaration of Absolution, or Remission of Sins

{ To be said by the Presbyter alone, or by the Bishop if he be
present, standing; the people still kneeling.

instead of what follows, the Declaration of Absolution from
the Order for the Holy Communion. If the Minister be not
a Presbyter, he shall remain kneeling, and read the Collect
for the Twenty-first Sunday after Trinity.

HE Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,
who desireth not the death of a sinner, but rather that
he may turn from his wickedness and live, hath in his
holy Word given assurance that he pardoneth and
absolveth all those who truly repent, and unfeignedly
believe his holy Gospel. Wherefore let us beseech him
ever to grant us true repentance, and his Holy Spirit, that
those things may please him which we do at this present,
and that the rest of our life hereafter may be pure and
holy; so that at the last we may come to his eternal joy;
through Jesus Christ our LORD. Amen.

the people still kneeling, and repeating it with him, both
here, and wheresoever else it is used in Divine Service.
UR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy

forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who tres-
pass against us. And lead us not into temptation, But
deliver us from evil.

A Prayer for the Royal Family
LMIGHTY God, the fountain of all goodness, we
humbly beseech thee to bless all the Royal Family:
Endue them with thy Holy Spirit; enrich them with thy
heavenly grace; prosper them with all happiness; and
bring them to thine everlasting kingdom; through Jesus
Christ our LORD. Amen.

A Prayer for the Governor-General of Canada
ORD of all power and mercy, we earnestly beseech
thee to assist with thy favour the Governor-General
appointed by our Sovereign Lady, the Queen, over this
Dominion of Canada: Cause him, we pray thee, to walk
before thee, and the people committed to his charge, in
truth and righteousness; and enable him to use his
delegated power to thy glory, and to the public good,
through Jesus Christ our LORD.
